Parent and Community Involvement

Question: How can Warren County R-III promote, facilitate, and enhance parent, student, and community involvement?
· Offer adult education specifically computer courses
· Surveys – use internet services/newspaper which get stakeholders opinions/thoughts/ideas
· Middle School newsletters especially by team/subject
· Set up mailings for each class and announce tests and weekly activities
· Continue 3 week progress reports
· Continue using computers (parent link) for grades – so parents can check grades and monitor their child’s progress
· Offer exercise programs
· Programs for children and parents  (example: Movie Night, Father/Daughter Dances)
· Professional Involvement from members of the community
· Students bring parents to school for the day (especially on the High School level)
· Parenting classes (specifically special needs)
· Work with local senior center and possibly Oats to form a Grandparent buddy program
· Educate all students (early on in elementary level) on how to infuse special needs students and include everyone
· Bring in community members to support struggling students
· Start a Big Brother/Big Sister group
· Create volunteer outlets
· Lock –ins (Reading lock-in)
· Block Homes – Neighborhood watch program
· Free activities offered at local churched (especially churches within walking distance)
· Offer extra incentives to participate in programs
· Ask community for support to offer support in education (grades aren’t acceptable, cut work hours)
· “Slush” fund for lunches so donations could help make sure students get “hot lunches”
· Use community news (on KWRE, put in newspaper, have at banks, put at supermarkets)
· Community driven efforts not teachers
· Review community demographics in survey and consult Booneslick Regional Planning to identify additional areas of need
· Parents notified of behavior (AR/Detention) day of the issue
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
