Track Specifications for Resurfacing Track at Warrenton High School

Site Visit

Bidders are required to visit the track site to familiarize themselves with the conditions, actual quantities that are to be surfaced and to gather all other information necessary to complete this project in its entirety.  A mandatory Pre-bid conference will be held Monday, June 21, 2010 at 11:00 a.m. at the track at Warrenton High School.  All interested parties must attend to bid, and no exceptions will be made.

Bids will be due by Tuesday, July 6, 2010 at 11:00 a.m. in the Office of the Superintendant at which time they will be publically opened.
Bidder Qualifications

Bidders of this project are to provide a list of at least 7 track installations within 100 miles of this project in the past 3 years.  These tracks must use the same type of products and methods used on this project.  Tracks are to be installed under the same name and ownership that is presently bidding.

Contractor shall have written maintenance information on this project to be presented to the district, upon completion of the surface.  This will include repair methods and availability of repair materials including cost.

Quality Assurance 

No subcontractors are permitted in the installation of the synthetic surface.  The installing foreman must have at least 5 years experience installing this type of system.

Bid Bond

A 10% bid bond will be required with bid submittal.

Prevailing Wages

This project will require the latest prevailing wage laws for Warren County.  Certified payrolls will be required for this project.

Missouri Statute 290.550 through 290.580 RSMO

This statute states that since the unemployment rate in Missouri is over 5% the past two months, which it has been, then the contractor must use Missouri laborers or laborers from non-restrictive states.

Warranty

The warranty on the all weather running track surface shall endure for (4) years from the date of acceptance.  This four-year warranty is to be provided directly by the track-surfacing contractor to the district.  

The warranty shall cover defects in materials, workmanship, excessive color changes, or excessive wear from track and field use only.

Related Work

The district shall be responsible to have adjacent grass edged and removed from all areas receiving the synthetic surface.  The district shall apply liquid herbicide to any vegetation on the surface several weeks before new construction.  After removal of weeds, a second application should be applied to the crack areas. 

Product and Material Description

Approved product manufacturers:

1. Conipur SP Retopping system shall be installed by trained craftsmen who are certified by BASF Construction Chemicals, Division Conica Technik.
2. Beynon BSS100 Retopping system shall be installed by trained craftsmen who are certified by Beynon Sports

3. Spurtan BV Retopping system shall be installed by trained craftsmen who are certified by Spurtan/Rekortan.
4. Other manufacturers must be approved in written form at least 1 week before bid is due.

Base Mat Repair

Remove and replace up to 8 areas that have been damaged around the track and field events.  Areas to be cut square and replaced.  Total area to be removed and replaced is 60 SF.

Base Mat Installation

Install black mat on all areas of bare asphalt adjacent to the high jump pad.  Black mat to be minimum ½” thick and polyurethane based.  Color to be black. New base mat will be installed to complete the all-weather surface inside the west end zone curve that is the site of the high jump pad.
Structural Spray Application

The structural spray applied polyurethane and rubber blended coating is resilient and allows moisture to pass through the surface.  

The colored EPDM rubber for the structural spray can have a gradation of 0.5mm to a maximum of 3 mm with the typical application being 0.5mm to 1.5mm.

All polyurethane binder will be delivered in new unopened containers, clearly labeled by the manufacturer.  

According to the manufacturers specification, a weighted quantity of two component part ( A&B ) of the structural spray shall be mixed thoroughly.  The specified quantity of colored EPDM granules are then added to this mixed material and mixed thoroughly.  

This mixed structural spray materials is placed into a spray machine and the material is applied to the base mat. 

The entire base mat shall receive two structural spray layers consisting of 60% pigmented polyurethane structural spray binder and 40% EPDM colored rubber granulated 0.5 to 1.5 mm in size.  Each layer shall be applied uniformly at a rate of not less than 1.9 lbs per square yard for the total spray coverage of not less than 3.8 lbs per square yard.

The two layers shall be sprayed in opposite directions in order to achieve a uniform application.

Color shall be red and includes all events and all track related polyurethane on the jobsite including the newly placed runway.

Striping

Experienced personnel specializing in all-weather running track striping shall accomplish all striping.

Provide lane lines, starting lines, and markings required, and conform to the standards for track construction as prescribed by the applicable governing body.

Contractor shall verify with the district’s representative for exact locations, size, shape, and color of the lines and marking before proceeding with markings and striping.

Calculations shall be made to the nearest 0.001’.  These shall be rounded to the nearest 0.01’ for marking. 

A transit or theodolite capable of reading direct to 20 seconds shall set angles.

Measurement shall be made with a steel tape in engineering scale that will read directly to 0.01’.

All lane lines shall have a width of 5 cm (approximately 2”).

Track certification as to its accuracy for the correct distance of 400m around the track oval shall be provided by the track professional.

Accent Lettering

“Home of the Warriors” will be painted on the track in a single color with a contrasting border in front of the bleachers centered on the 50-yard line. Owner approval of the font and placement of the lettering is required before painting.
Limitation

Application of the synthetic surfacing materials will take place during favorable weather conditions.  Work is to progress only when adequate curing can be guaranteed by the installer. 

All materials will be installed in strict compliance with the manufacturer’s recommendations.

During setup, installation, and striping of the track surface it is the responsibility of the general contractor and the district to prohibit access to the entire track areas including the long jump runways. These areas will be closed and secured and no activities 24 hours per day through the curing and completion of the project will be allowed. 

Cleaning

Upon completion of all work, the contractor shall remove all containers, surplus materials and installation debris.  The contractor shall leave areas of work in a clean and orderly condition.

Substantial Completion

Work will not begin until the current AstroTurf installation is completed. Their contract date for completion is August 6, 2010. Work on the track shall be completed by September 1st 2010.  If not completed by then liquidated damages will apply at $1,500/calendar day the project is not completed.
